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Lines of research
Most of his research has focused on the medieval period, studying the therapeutic methods employed by Latin galenists and editing and commentary some works of Arnau de Vilanova (1240 - 1311). He continues working in these areas and in the History of Medicine in Navarra and in the Middle Ages as a whole.
He is a member of the Executive Committee of the Arnaldi de Villanova Opera Medica Omnia.
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
