For the same institution she served in the past as Director of the Department "Casa-Città" and from 1988 to 1997 as Pro-Rector. 

Her scientific activity is related with the foundations of the discipline of "Urban History", that she has been teaching since 1981. In 1996 she has received from the President of the Republic of Italy an award in recognition of special merits in the Sciences and in Culture. Since 2002 she has been associated to the Accademia delle Scienze di Torino.
